capacity, against judgments, fines, amounts paid in settlement and reasonable expenses, including attorneys’ fees actually and necessarily incurred as a
result of such action or proceeding, or any appeal therein, if such director or officer acted, in good faith, for a purpose which he or she reasonably believed to
be in, or, in the case of service for any other corporation or any partnership, joint venture, trust, employee benefit plan or other enterprise, not opposed to,
the best interests of the corporation and, in criminal actions or proceedings, in addition, had no reasonable cause to believe that his or her conduct was
unlawful. Section 721 of the NYBCL provides that the indemnification and advancement of expenses granted pursuant to, or provided by, the NYBCL shall
not be deemed exclusive of any other rights to which a director or officer seeking indemnification or advancement of expenses may be entitled.

The Restated Certificate of Incorporation provides that a director of the registrant shall not be liable to the registrant or its shareholders for monetary
damages for breach of duty as a director, except to the extent such exemption from liability or limitation thereof is not permitted under the NYBCL. The
Amended and Restated By-laws provide that the registrant shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless any person who was or is a party or is threatened to
be made a party to any threatened, pending or completed action, suit or proceeding, whether civil, criminal, administrative, investigative or other, including
appeals, by reason of the fact that he or she is or was a director, officer or employee of the registrant, or is or was serving at the request of the registrant as
a director, officer or employee of any corporation, partnership, joint venture, trust or other enterprise, including service with respect to employee benefit
plans, whether the basis of such proceeding is alleged action in an official capacity as a director, officer or employee or in any other capacity while serving as
a director, officer or employee, to the fullest extent authorized by the NYBCL, against all expenses, liability and loss reasonably incurred or suffered by such
person in connection therewith; provided, however, that subject to certain exceptions relating to proceedings seeking to enforce rights to indemnification, the
registrant shall indemnify any such person seeking indemnification in connection with a proceeding (or part thereof) initiated by such person only if the
proceeding (or part thereof) was authorized by the board of directors. The Amended and Restated By-laws further provide that the right to indemnification
conferred therein shall be a contract right and shall include the right to be paid by the registrant expenses incurred in defending any such proceeding in
advance of its final disposition; provided, however, that if required by law at the time of such payment, the payment of such expenses incurred by a director
or officer in his or her capacity as a director or officer in advance of the final disposition of such proceeding, shall be made only upon delivery to the registrant
of an undertaking, by or on behalf of such director or officer, to repay all amounts so advanced if it should be determined ultimately that such director or
officer is not entitled to be indemnified under the Amended and Restated By-laws or otherwise.
